AGREEMENT SCHEDULE

PART I

Neither the Licensee nor any such persons (other than the Licensor) shall in, about or near the premises:

1.	Use any portion of any area owned or controlled by the Licensor adjoining or adjacent to the premises without the prior written consent of the Licensor;

2.	Permit obstruction of any portion of the sidewalks, entries, passages, vestibules, halls, elevators or stairways other than for ingress to or egress from the premises;

3.	Use or permit the use of the premises or any other areas owned by or under the control of the Licensor for purposes deemed by the Licensee to be improper, immoral or objectionable or for sleeping or lodging purposes;

4.	Permit disorderly conduct and should disorderly conduct occur, the Licensor or its agents are hereby irrevocably authorized to eject any disorderly person from the premises;

5.	Annoy, interfere with, obstruct or perform any acts which may injure persons or be a nuisance to any persons or damage property.  In particular, but not to limit the generality of the foregoing, the Licensee shall not use the loud speaker system and other instruments to transmit and amplify voice and music sound in such a manner as to disturb or cause a nuisance to any person;

6.	Use the premises and any other area for any purpose which shall in anyway conflict with the conditions of any policy of insurance held by or for the benefit of the Licensor or which would increase the premium payable in respect thereof;

7.	Place additional locks or bolts upon any door or alter the present locks or make duplicate keys thereof;

8.	Use any substance of an explosive or highly inflammable nature;

9.	Erect or operate any steam engine, boiler, motor, stove, machinery, equipment, or apparatus operated by electricity or other power without prior consent of the Licensor;

10.	Waste any of the utilities provided by the Licensor;

11.	Make alterations or additions thereto without written consent from the Licensor;


12.	Use water closets or other water apparatus for any purpose other than for which they were constructed and no sweepings, scum, rubbish, rags, paper or other foreign substance shall be thrown therein;

13.	Cover or obstruct the radiators, doors, stairways, lighting attachment or openings that reflect or admit light or heat to any place;

14.	Bring, sell or serve liquor as defined in the Liquor Control Act (Alberta);

15.	Exhibit, publish or display any notice or announcement or advertisement that liquor will be served to the public in, about or near the premises.

16.  In tournaments first aid response will be provided by the licensee.


PART II

The following prohibitions similarly apply to the Licensee and those persons (other than the Licensor), unless waived by the Licensor in writing to the Licensee, no such person, including the Licensee shall in, about or near the premises:

17.	Install any wires, electrical appliances, plumbing fixtures or pipes;

18.	Place or fix any decorations, signs, advertisements, show bills, lithographs, posters or cards of any description;

19.	Sell, serve or give away cigarettes, cigars, tobacco, beverages, food, gum or refreshments of any kind, it being agreed that all concessions shall be operated by, or be under contract with, the Licensor;

20.	Sell souvenir programs, post cards, refreshments and other merchandise, or distribute to the spectators announcements and literature concerning future performances to be held in the facilities;

21.	Without the written approval of the Licensor, bring or use a moving picture machine, projection machine, stereopticon, phonograph or other apparatus of a like nature;

22.	Without the written approval of the Licensor, broadcast or record or transcribe or photograph any event or other activity on the premises.
